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Dear Friends, 
 A couple of weeks ago, this headline caught my eye: 

South Carolina spent $214 million on child literacy. It didn’t work. 
 I am appalled that after four years and millions of dollars poured into 
our public schools, South Carolina’s Read to Succeed Act has made no 
measurable improvement in our children’s reading skills. More bureaucratic 
requirements for teachers. More layers of administration. Larger class sizes 
and more students falling behind. The stateÕs public school system remains 
mired in poverty and racial segregation, and South Carolina public school 
teachers remain among the nationÕs lowest-paid. Adjusted for inflation, the 
average teacher in the state makes less today than in 1990.* 
 What will I do about this disgrace when I get to Columbia? 

Judi Has a Plan 
 I fully understand that one legislator cannot fix this problem and that 
collaboration will be the key to unraveling this mess. I am of the belief that 
our teachers are our greatest resource in creating and maintaining effective 
learning atmospheres, and their voices aren’t being heard. 
 One of my first tasks as your Representative will be to form a 
coalition of legislators, members of the Executive Branch, and education 
stakeholders – to include teachers – and come up with a solution that will 
prevent this colossal waste from ever happening again. That $214 million 
would have gone a long way toward paying our teachers better and 
investing in programs that have been proven to work.
